1. Sometimes we find enjoyment in pain. Is that natural, or not? Who is to tell?

2. Finding enjoyment in a toothache. Finding enjoyment in moaning, making others miserable.

But these moans are insincere; they’re malicious, and malice is the whole point. These moans express the sufferer’s enjoyment; if he didn’t enjoy it, he would never have begun to moan.
3. Finding enjoyment in one’s helplessness:

“… all there’s left to do for consolation is flagellate yourself or beat your fist against the wall as hard as you can, and absolutely nothing else. Patrick Swaysee – smoking.”
4. What point is he trying to make in his description of the moaning of the 'educated" man or intellectual man, as opposed to the moaning of a peasant? 
His moans become somehow nasty, despicably spiteful, and tbey go on for days and nights. Yet he himself knows that his moans do him no good; he knows better than anyone else that he’s merely irritating himself and others in vain; …;. Does it make you feel bad to hear my wretched little moans? Well, then, feel bad.
