Write on one side of each sheet only! Write your name at the top of each sheet. Your answers must be specific to the work in question, and not just a rephrasing of the question. Circle the number of all questions that you select to answer. The length of you’re your answers should reflect the number of points for the particular question. Always provide as many detailed examples as possible. Don’t repeat the question in your answer. For each answer, be sure to write the number of possible points, followed by the number of the question, followed by your answer.
The Final will consist of an essay, short answer questions (each worth 1-3 points), and multiple choice questions. You will be required to answer a number of questions that will add up to a certain number of points. You may bring one page of notes to the final. You may not bring an already written essay that you turn in as part of the Final.  Since most of the questions come from the study guides, my best advice to you for preparing is to go through your class notes and the answers to the questions in the study guides. You will work alone during the final, no sharing notes!
Essays. Select one topic and write an essay. I will select 2 of these topics, and you will select one of the two. The essay should be around 200 words. DO NOT BE REPETITIVE! Write the number of the essay topic, followed by your essay. Write the essay on a separate sheet!
1. Using any three works that we read in this course, write an essay discussing man' sense of alienation and isolation in the world and how he deals with it. Point to specific causes of his alienation by providing appropriate examples from the works that you select. (15 pts.)

2. Each of the literary periods, and many of the works, that we covered in this course deal in one way or another with the moral issue of "good" vs. "bad" as a quality of a man's character. Select three works that we read in this course and discuss how these concepts vary from one culture to another, or from one historical period to another, and how specific individuals in the works deal with this issue when they are confronted by it. Provide specific examples. (15 pts.)
3.  In Achebe's "Things Fall Apart" the British attempt to "civilize" Africa by introducing government and laws, as if the local people were incapable of settling their conflicts among themselves, conflicts between individuals and the clan, and those between different clans.  Discuss in detail the manner in which the Ibo in this novel managed such conflicts. Provide detailed examples. (15 pts.)
