5. (2) Comment on the poet's assertion in "A young man loves a maiden" that this story is "old," and "Yet somehow always new." 

6. (2) How is nature personified in Heine’s "A pine is standing lonely"?

1. (3) What three stages in the relationship between the poet and his lover are described in this poem?
2. (2) How else is the poet in Pushkin’s “The Prophet”  like a prophet?
3. (2) What is the poet's wish for the beloved in “I loved you once”?
4. (2) According to the poet in “Silence”, what is the reason  that it's impossible to share one's feelings?

5. (3) List two things that make the poet in "I am weary and sad..." lonely and sad.

6. (2) What similarity do you find in the reason why the poet is lonely in Lermontov’s "Alone, I come out on the road" and any of Heine's poems?

Realism. Select 6 points.

8. (2) Gurov thinks he has deceived Anna. How so?
