E. “Confessions”. Select 6 points
F. Romantic Poetry. Select 6 points
G. Russian Romantic Lyrics. Select 6 points

H. Realism. Select 6 points.

I. “Notes from the Underground”. Select 10 points.
J. Essay. Select one topic. Write no fewer than 200 words. I will select three of the following topics, you will select one of the three.
1. Pope suggests that as smart as man is, man still does not realize his proper place in God’s creation, and that all human unhappiness stems from wanting to be something humans are not meant to be. Discuss what faults Pope finds in the way man sees himself in the universe.
2. Discuss Cleante's and Dorine's role in “Tartuffe” as the voices of common sense and reason.
3.  Discuss how Rousseau’s character in “Confessions” relates to the romantic persona.
4. Select at least two romantic poems that deal with dejection or melancholy and discuss the attitude of the romantic character toward these feelings.
5. Discuss the underground man's attack on the idea of progress and the benefits of science.
