In Moliere’s Tartuffe stock characters provided conflict with each other, which makes the story line great. Stock characters are fictional characters based on a social stereotype. 	Elmire’s character disliking confrontation? usually strikes conflict with other characters. In Elmire’s way of coping with confrontation and conflict she makes herself submissive to whatever need that particular character wants. In Act 3 Scene 5,”And I hold that one’s husband’s peace of mind should not be spoilt by tattle of this kind. One’s honor doesn’t require it: to be proficient in keeping men at bay is quite sufficient. These are my sentiments, and I wish, Damis, that you had heeded me and held your peace.”  Moliere is illustrating the position of women during this time frame. She doesn’t want confrontation with her husband because it isn’t her place to question him. Her son is trying to redefine her position as a woman and voice out to Orgon, what has been happening behind the scenes. This strikes conflict between these two characters because of her social positioning.  You are confusing yourself here. 	Just like Elmire, Dorine is a woman who plays a clever maid role Elmire is also a clever maid (just like)? with ample an amount of influence on whom/what?. She is the irritating flea flying around people’s ear that just won’t go away. She is the type of character that keeps adding her input until she alters the state of mind whose?. 	Dorine states in lines 15-16, “Come, come, Mariane. Do listen to reason, won’t you?	Valere has asked your hand. Do you love him, or don’t you?” Unlike most females don’t state things you cannot know, she keeps attacking and throwing her opinion at a person who?. She has conflict with every character she gives knowledge too. Too general, need to be specific The conflict is triggered because she is a female stick to her being a maid as the cause of the conflict and in this time period females were viewed not as smart as males.  This is probably why Orgon doesn’t respect her opinion.
	Orgon has is a stock character of the tyrannical foolish father. He overuses his power as head of the household. He did anything to please Tartuffe, who has no genetic relation to the family; he is completely blind to Tartuffe’s master plan to take all of his property. It gets a little out of control when he doesn’t believe his wife and son’s plea that Tartuffe trying to seduce his wife. According to lines 78-79, “I’ll take that challenge. Now do your uttermost. We’ll see how you make good your empty boast.” His foolishness has led his family into the ground because he was too stubborn to realize what was happening right in front of his face.  He was been hypnotized by his mother because she has continuously praised Tartuffe. After a while when someone says the same thing nonstop to start to believe in it, especially if it is coming from someone you have cherished. His mother is at fault for Organ’s infatuation with Tartuffe?
Not only is avoid “not only” expressions, they are meaningless Orgon unwise and blind he also stirs conflict in the decisions that he makes. In his tyrannical ways he doesn’t give his family freedom to do what they desire. His son tries to convince him that Tartuffe is deceiving him, but he doesn’t allow his son’s observation bother him. Orgon is living in his own perfect world, he does whatever he feels. He is that character that people yell at from the audience screaming how dense he is.
