2. A veiled woman is in the room. Candide lifts the veil to find Cunegonde. 

3. The lovers collapse. When they are revived, Candide tells Cunegonde his story.

4. Remember that Candide is also a parody of the romantic adventure story and that a recognition scene of this type was essential to such a story.

5. How is this chapter a parody of the romantic adventure story? Provide several examples. 

6. At the end of this chapter we note that Candide gazed at Cunegonde "with hungry eyes". Does this seem to indicate that his attitude toward her has changed?
