1. This chapter continues satirizing religious authority. 

2. Bursting in on the reunited couple, Don Issachar attacks Candide with a dagger. 

3. Candide then draws his sword and kills him. 

4. Terrified, he and Cunegonde turn to the old woman for advice. 

5. Before she can help them, the Grand Inquisitor enters. 

6. Without hesitation, Candide runs him through. 

7. The old woman says that they must run away. 

8. Taking money and jewels, they head for the Spanish port of Cadiz.

9. This chapter is a continuation of the parody of the adventure story. 

10. What is the source of the humor in this chapter? Provide several examples. 

11. The humor comes from the author's choice of words and the frequent contrasts between the actions of romantic adventure and the language of mundane reality.

12. Cunegonde is surprised that Candide can kill two people so easily. 

13. In this chapter, you get the idea that Candide is finally learning about this world. 

14. The philosophical justifications of earlier chapters yield to practical explanations for his rash actions. "My dear girl," replied Candide, "when a man is in love, jealous, and just whipped by the Inquisition, he is no longer himself." 

15. The events of Chapter 9 move the story rapidly along and provide the impetus for Candide's voyage to the New World. 

16. He is fleeing the police, who are certain to want him for the murder of the Inquisitor.

17. The old woman casually mentions, when they are about to leave on horseback, that she has only one buttock. 

18. This remark is left unexplained. 

19. She refers to that particular circumstance twice more in the following chapter, again without explanation. 

20. This is a type of humorous "teaser" to arouse your curiosity until the matter is finally explained in Chapter 12.

21. The entry of the Holy Brotherhood initiates the chase after Candide, which will resume in the New World. 

22. Voltaire also introduces this scene to show the contrast between the treatment of the Inquisitor and the Jew. 

23. The Inquisitor is buried in Church, while the Jew, at least as much a victim as the Inquisitor, is thrown on a pile of rubbish.
